This year our Advent Offering will be divided equally between Pike County Unmet Needs and 
the Chaddock New School Project. 
 
50% to Pike County Unmet Needs 
 
Pike County Unmet Needs is unique in that it pools both resources and the experience of   
community representatives from public agencies, institutions, churches, not-for-profit organiza-
tions, as well as individuals in a team effort to brainstorm reasonable solutions for individuals in 
crisis. 
 
50% to Chaddock New School 
        
Chaddock is a school in Quincy, Il that is related to the United Methodist Church. Chaddock is 
an internationally recognized leader in the treatment of children suffering the psychological and 
emotional effects of extreme abuse, neglect, and trauma. Chaddock is beginning a new era of 
growth with the planned construction of a new school on their 32-acre campus. 
  
This $12 million project will replace the current K-12 education facility.  It will allow Chaddock to 
dramatically increase the number of children theyôre currently able to serve, pave the way for 
the construction of more residential cottages, and set the stage for the development of a       
national training facility for mental health professionals on their campus.  Pittsfield UMC has 
made a three year pledge (2014-2016) of $15,000 toward this project (pictures of the project 
are included in this newsletter). 
 
As Christians, we are called to live Godôs word; seeking those in need, helping the poor and 
healing the sick. As United Methodists, we uphold our Wesleyan tradition of doing all the good 
we can to all the people we can in all the places we can.

If you leave the storeôs 
site before making your purchase be sure 
and go back in through UMCMarket. 

 
The church will receive your donation anony-
mously. A check will be mailed to the church 
when total donations reach $100 or more. 
Think how much our members spend on line. 
Imagine how much could be donated to our 
church!
